It was with great sadness that I learnt of the death of Franz Heymann. I joined the UCL Microtron group as a post-graduate student in 1956. My supervisor was Dick Jennings. At that time, Franz, who had been a founder member of the group, was still very active in its research program, but he had started to move towards higher energy physics. Nevertheless he was always around, always friendly and always willing to give timely advice to students, whether he supervised them or not. He always saw the funny side of life; his laugh was infectious. He really enjoyed parties. I particularly remember him at one of the notorious "Montague Street" parties in the East End, where he was laughing uncontrollably as we listened to the then new Tom Lehrer records.

I lost touch with Franz after leaving UCL, but I often seemed to run into him at various conferences. At such events I think he was most famous for being able to sleep through a presentation and then to wake up at the end and start asking relevant and searching questions. As Peter Kalmus has already mentioned, Franz was instrumental in assisting one of my former fellow students, Madhao Bhiday from India, in setting up a microtron lab of his own in Pune. There Franz was very highly thought of, as I discovered when I visited the Pune group several years later.
Many students in many countries owe a great debt of gratitude to Franz. I regret that I did not stay in touch with him more closely.
